How we will use your snapshot

Snapshots will be used to populate a knowledge base of excellent practice in learning literacies provision.

We will select 30 snapshots to be written up more fully. Contributors of these longer examples will be paid £100. Examples will be selected to showcase the diversity of provision and to support gaps in the written literature, not for ‘quality’ or any other evaluative measure. If your snapshot is not selected for a full write-up, we would still like to include it in our knowledge base and use it to help extend our understanding of learning literacy provision.

Identifying individuals and institutions

We ask you please not to identify the people involved in your example of excellent practice. If any individuals are identified by name we will not be able to use your snapshot.

If you select ‘anonymous’ for your snapshot then we will also remove any references to a specific institution that may appear. If, however, you are happy to have your institution’s work in this area acknowledged, we will include a clear statement about the context from which the snapshot is taken and a URL to help users find out more.

Definitions

For the purposes of this study:

· ‘learning literacies’ are defined as the range of practices that underpin effective learning in a digital age, for example academic skills, information literacy, media literacy, digital literacy, ICT skills, learning to learn.

· ‘support and provision’ are defined as any action by fellow students, members of staff, course teams or institutions which help students to develop and practice their learning literacies. We are particularly but not exclusively interested in support and provision that are mediated by technology.
